“Being away from my family was difficult,” recalled Sarita. “But | adapted to it
as | had many friends like me. There was a newfound sense of belonging.” She was

grateful for the chance to attend a school for the blind.

Soon, Sarita realised that there were not enough books in Braille* and was
determined to change that for other visually-impaired students. She made copies of

books in Braille using a special tool.

The process took up much

time as she often had to do several takes to make sure there were no mistakes. Her

achievements did not come easy, so her mother was proud of her and was always the
first to listen to her audiobooks. In {otal, she recorded more than 125 audiobooks and

released some of them online.
